The basis of a WordprocessingML document is its actual text contents. Those text contents can be stored in
many contexts (tables, text boxes, etc.), bug tmost basic form of text contents in WordprocessingML is the
paragraph, specified using tipeelement (8.3.1.23.

Within the paragraph, text is grouped into one or more runs, represented by ¢éhement (8.3.2.23, which
define a region ofext with a common set of properties.

Within runs, run content is the set of possible objects and ati@rs which can be displayed in the document.

2.3.1 Paragraphs

The most basic unit of blodkvel content within a WordprocessingML documeudragraphsare stored using
the p element (8.3.1.23. A paragaph defines a distinct division of content with a WordprocessingML
document which begins on a new line.
